• Loan Program – We have water quality
monitoring equipment, books, videos and
CDs you can borrow to enhance your program.

• Lessons and Curricula – We have lessons
appropriate for students from kindergarten
through 12th grade.

• Field Trip Help – We will help you plan your
field trip to the river and be there to help on the
day of  the trip.

• Classroom River Program – We will engage
your students in an hour long program exploring
the river.
